. l. In complisnce with Numbered Memorandum 187, Headquarters
1024 Infantry Division dated 18 November 1944, the following After
Action Report is submitted:

2. After Action Heport is nerrated as follows:

a. From the 5-3 Standpoint

(1) 1 December: Battalion CP at Ubach, KB858584; the BEn
is in direct support of the division in ite advance to the Hoer Hiver.

Company A CP at Setterich, K925593 supporting the advence of the
405 Infnorth and east of Gereansweiler.ugompany A's adveance CP with the
405 at Gereonsweiler. The 24 platoon assisted the advence of the Regt
by preparing pole and satchel charges to be used in the sttack of pill-
boxes. The 3d platoon assisted the 34 Bn in & like menner. The lst pla-
toon which was held in regerve in Setterich during the morning, was at-
tached to Co C during the afternoon snd repaired the road between Ederen
and Welz. oShellfire was verg heavy and work progressed very slowly.

Company B moved from its CP at gbach K858594 at 0700, to support the
attack of the 406 on Linnich. The Co assembled in Floverich and opened
its new CF at 0740. Leeving all vehicles except those required for thek}}
operation in the vie Floverich, the Co moved on foot to Ederen where it
joined the 406. The 1st platoon was held in reserve. The 2d platoon =
-supported the advance of the lst Bn and cleared gaps through minefields
Tfor the tenks whieh were supporting that Bn. Since some tanks were
knocked out as soon as they moved out of Welz, the remsinder required '
very little assistance. he 3d platoon assisted the advence of the 24 T
Bn on the left and lsid defensive mine fields to aid in consolidesting thgﬁ
position when Limmieh had been taken and cleared paths for the tanks and
tank destroyers. PR

At 2015 the Co Comdr reported the Hegt had errived in Linnich and L
that hiz CP had moved to viec Welz where he remesined swaiting orders from
CO 406 Inf,

Co C CP was at Loverich K914603. The Company's mission was to sup-
port the 407 Inf in the asttack on Flossdorf and Rordorf. The 1st plat-
oon repsired the rosd from Ederen to Welz but work was hampered by hesvy
enemy artillery fire. The 24 platoon prepared pde and sstchel charges
for the infentry to.use-im-the--sssguit pf pillboxés. The 3@ platoon was
st Loverich resting, heving withdrawn =fter béing actively in support
of the sdvance of the 407 Inf the previous day.

2d December (Contd)

Co A CP at Setterich K92%593; supporting the mopping up of the are=z
north and west of Linnich. The 24 platoon provided explosives for the
reduction of several pillboxes in area. and cleaned up the explosives
which they had stocked there, returning to Setterich, The lst platoon
assisted the 2d platoon in this work. At 1500 the 405 reld Co A from
further duties and the entire Co returned to Setterich.

Co B CP was at Ederen K954620., The Co was supporting the 406 in
cleening up and consolidating Linnich. The 1st platoon destroyed one
enemy pillbex loczted vic Linnieh using THNT placed in a room inside the
box. The 2d platoon swept the streets in Linniech for mines. The 3d pla-
toon swept the road from CGereonsweiler to Linnich and Welz to Linnich.

Co C CP was at Loverich K914603. The Co was supporting the 407 in
clesning up Flossdorf end Hordorf. The lst platoon repaired the Lderen
Yelz LHoad and at nightfall swept the Welz-Rordorf Road for mines. The 2d
pletoon had one squad clesring mines from the Ederen-Flossdorf road with
the other twe squads sssisting the lstplatoon in repairing the Zderen-
Welz Road. The 3d platoon spent most of the day moving the 407 AT puns
into position and digging them into position with Dé Dozer. After derk
14 engineers were loaned to the 407 for use as stretcher besrers.

3d December 1944:

En CP located Ubach K858594; the Bn engaged in repairing rosds,
eweeping roads and genl engr work in the div arez and in supporting =nd
consolidation of the div position on the Roer River. Initial recon-
naissance was started on the river.

Co A CP at Setterich K925593, The 1st glatocn was attached to Co
C snd wes repeiring the Ederen-Welz Road. The 24 snd 3d pletoons were
clea?ing up and refitting after being relieved from active support of the
405 Inf.

Co E CF at Ederen K954620. 1lst platoon was covering pilltexes with
thé Dé Dozer end swept several of the streets in Linnich for mines. The
2d platocn swept the remasinder of the streets in Linnich for mines, ekst
as far as the 406 front lines and swept the Linnich-Rordorf rosd for
mines to a point 1000 yds south of Linnich (406 hroundary).

The 34 platoon maintained the Welz-Limmich road which wes under mor-
ter and artillery fire.

Co C CP was at Loverich K914603, The Co was in direct support of the
407 Inf. The 1st platoon clesred mine fields in the Flossdorf-Hordeorf
ares. Several mine rosd blocks were found and removed. T Mi 43, Holtz-
mines asnd Topf Mines were found. The 3d plstoon repaired the streets in
Welz and as much c¢f the Welz Rordorf roasd a3 was not under mortar and
artillery fire,

4 December 1944:

Bn CF at Upach K858594, The Bn in su'port of the div in consoli-
dating its position on Hoer River. Swuportins Engr En Comdrs were in-
troduced to Comdrs and Staff of the regts they will support in the
crossing and detailed plans for the reconnsissance of the river were
initiated. The phase line for engr work was set as Brschelen-lLinnich-
Hordorf-Flossdorf with the Bn responsible for all of Linnieh and the
roads connecting the sbove-mentioned towns.

Compeny 4 CP was at Setterich EG925593. The 3d plateoon repsired the
Gerecnisweiler-Ederen rosd. The first and second platoons completed
their check of equipment. Two mine detector crews clezred paths sround
desd cows so that civiliens might bury them.

Company B CP was et Ederen K954620, The first pletoon was engsged
in sweeping several sreas in the sector for mines and in attempting to
right a DY dozer which had overturned into a shell heole during the
night. The second platoon wze engaged in checking sdditional streets
in Linnich as the regiment sdvenced. The t-ird platoon repaired shell
craters in the Wels-Linnich road.

Compeny C CF was ot Loverich K914603. The company was in support of
the 407 Inf end was engeged in engineer work in the regimental sector.
The first pletoon cleared mines in the eres sround Welz so thet tanks
end vehicles might meneuver in the ares. Several belts of T Mi 42
were located end removed. The mines were not laid to sny pattern,
although they were buried. The second plstoon repaired the Welz-
Rordorf rosd. The third platoon repaired the streets of Hordorf end
Flossdorf end cleared rubble from the streets,

5 Uecember 1944:

The Bgttelion CF was st Ubsch K8585G4, The Battalion was engaged
in generszl engineer work in the aivision sres snd in meking plans tor
the river crossing. DMNecessary reconnszisssance is being sccomplished
gs rapidly zs possible,

Lompany s LY wee at osetterich K925593. the first platoon was en-
geged in the plenning for and removel of doors of pillboxes in the 406
earea. 'the hinges were cut off with an Uxy-acetylene torch. the second
platoon cut 300 boards for sigms for the division. The third plztoon
tore down 2 building at welz =nd widened the street at the main inter-
section.

Lompeny & LY wes loczted st aderen K954620. “The first pletoon con-
structed 2 Jjeep road perallel to the verconsweller-uinnich road which
was under artillery fire, <The second plstoon checked streete in Lin-
nich for mines. ‘Iwenty one demolition cherges were found festened to
trees on the Limnich-flossdorf road with trip wires and pull devices
comnected to them. <“he third pletoon worked on the welz-Linnich road
and pulled the battalion U7 dozer out of & shell hole into which it hed
overturhed.

Company ¢ CF was =t Loverich KL914603, +the first pletoon which had
been attached te the 407 infentry for two weeks took showers snd
¢cleened equipment. The second plstoon worked in the streets in nyur-
doRf. The third pletoon gesve instruction te the zd msttzlion 40% inft
in the use of asssult boats. Lhe company made zn extensive deylight
reconnaissance of the river between rlossdort snd murderf and gathered
informetion necesssry for demolition of the dem 400 yverds north of
furdorf.

The third pletoon cleered rubble and debris
from the sireets of Flosscorf., The compeny mede reconnaissence of the
Rurdorf-Flosszdorf sres of the river in order to gether information for
destruction ¢f the smell Zdam south of Linnich,

engineer work, plenning and reconnsaissence in preperstion fer the cross-
ing of the hoer Hiver.

Compeny A CF wes =t Setterich K925593. The first platoon was engsged
‘n gathering znd preparing materisl for the construction of mine booms
for use in the hoer River., The remsinder of the Compeany executed genersl
engineer work in the ares.

Compsny B CF weas zt Gerecnsweiler K937635, The compeny executed night
recomnaizsence on the west bank of the Hoer Hiver, north of the Linnich
bridge. oSeversl cellars for thke battzlion CP were selected snd gusrds
zleced on them in the vieinity of Welz. The first platoon worked on the
roads in Gereonsweiler, The second plstoon trsined in the construction
of support bridges and ferries. The third platoon snd compsny hesdguar-
ters took showers and clesned and oiled equipment.

Company C CF was moved to Ederen K954620. The Compeny closed in the
sres gt 1545. The first plesteen made daylisght and night reconneissance
of the river in the ares of Burdorf. Freparstions were made for the de-
molition of & small dam on the Roer 400 yerds north of Rurdorf. A 300
pound cherge was plsced against the face of the dem znd expleded at 080401
but was wunsuccessful. The =second platoon repaired the streets in Rurdorf.
The third vlsztoon repsasiresd the streets in Ylossdorf.

Artillery fire is becomins hesvier over the entire zres ezst of a line
through Puffendorf and Gereonsweiler,

Corpeny B CF was at Gereon ler Kg37635, The first end third pla-
tocons reconnoitered the river in the sres of the 406 Inf. The gecond
Eletﬁen gwept mires from a pole line which ran from Gereonsweiler Lo

innich so thet the poles might be used by attached signal units.
