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1 April 1345: 411 companies maintzined their programs for the care and
meintenance of eguipment and vehicles in addition to thelr regularly

h&u'led training. Coampany B relieved Company A of the guarding of
ACG installations in artfald, Germany and plans and preparations for
the coming move to the Eust were nade.
¢ April 194%: All companies continued thelr training as scheduled and
ere alerted for movesent on 4 4pril. Company B maintained the guard
on AMG installations in Erefeld, Germany and through arrangements
made by G-5 were to be relieved by elements of the S4th Divisicn on
7 April 1945,

T oApril 1uY45: The entire battalion made finsl preparations for the
battalion move to an area in the vieinity Heiden, Germany. Company B
wes relieved of the ANG guard at 1100 by elements of the 94th DLivisicn.

Combat team attachments {(one platoon from each combat company, becuame
effective at 0800.

4 April 1945: The entire battalion moved to a new location in the
vicinity ol Felden, Germany. All comranies completed the move success-—
fully and closed in their CP's at approximately 1700, In compliance
with an order from 102d Inf Div Headquarters preparations were made

to supply 30 cargo and dump trucks to the 407th Inf for the purpose of
transperting trocps forward, All companies were alerted for further

2 _April 1945:F¥ach company furnished a patrol to be used in mopping-up
operations end glso furnished trucks to the 407th Inf Regt to move its
perswnﬂe] forward. One platoon from each line company remained att-
ached to its RCT. Liaison was maintained with Div Headquarters thro ough
an oificer sent to the *rd Bn 405th Inf Regt then located in Lembeck,
Germany.

6 April 1945: A1l companies remained in their FESPELtiVE aress and
continued with their mopping-up and clearing operations The bzttal-
ion furnished 28 trucks to the 3%rd Bn 40%th Inf for the purpose of
transporting troops to forward areas. Upon the return of the trucks,
the entire battelion moved to Telgte, Germany closing in at aporox-
imately 2000. -

7 April_luég. The battalion continued clearing and mopping-up in its
splgnea sector and Urepgred to and moved to Jollenbeck, Germany =t
1800, T April 194% Major uqugtﬂl XIII Corps, requeuted that we fur-
nlsﬂ a guide for a c&ﬂVov coming into lunster, Germtny during the night
6-T7 April 194%.

“At when Lhe convoy hac not arrived zt 0230 7 April 1945, he returned
te the battalion OP.

£ April 1245: All Cos accomplished clearing and ropping-up operations
in thelr respective areas, ALl priscners were turned into a centrzlly
Loeecated cnclosure prior to being sent to the 102d Ind Liv Fal.
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Plans and preparations were made for the battalion movement to Holz-
hausen, Germany om 9 April 1945, however, the anticipated move was
cancelled due to the fact that 26 2 Y2 ton trucks were furnished to the
407th Inf for the purpose of moving troops.

9 April 1945: Cos A,EB and C completed the clearing and mopping-up
operatlions 1in their assigned areas; and 26 trucks were furnished by
thie pattalion to the 407th Inf Regt for the purpose of transporting
troops forwerd. All Companies prepared to and moved from Jollenbeck
Germany to Holzhausen, Germany closing in at approximately 2130B.

10 April 1945: DBattalion remained in vic of Holzhausen, Germany until
1400 at which time it mewed to Gehrden, Germany. Maintenance of vehicles
was carried on prior to moving. One platoon from each company remained
attached to its respective HOT.

11 April 1945: The battalion remained in the vic of Gekhrden, Germany
and also furnished 30 2 12 Ton Trucks to the 406th Inf Regt for the
purpose of transporting troops to forward areas. A reconnaissance of
bridges in the outskirts of Hamnover was made.

12 April 1945: The battalion remained in the vic of Gehrden, Germany
end furnished 30 2 42 Ton trucks to the 406th Inf Regt to transport
personnel to forward areas. A road and bridge reconnaissance East of
Hanover, Germany was conducted and guards were placed on two bridges
in the outskirts of Hanover to prevent sabotage. One squad from Co A
was detailed to the Ddvision Provost Marshal to guard FPW's at the Div
PWE in Lehrte, Germany. Two squads and the oulldozer from Co A were
dispatched to maintain approach to the Autobahn Highway in the vié on
Buckeburg, Germany.

1% April 1945: The battzlion remained in Gehrden, Germany and prepared
1o move to Isenbuttel, Germany at 1800, 13 April 1945. 4ll trucks
furnished to the 406th Inf Regt were returiied by 1300. Civilian weap-
ons were collected and destroyed and investigations of suspicious
persons were made. The entire battalion minus Co C and one squad from.
Co A moved at 1800 to Isenbuttel, Germany, closing in at approximately
2115 hours. Company C remained behind to furnish bridge guards for
bridges in the vieinity of Hanover. One sguad from Co A continued to
function as PWE guarde at Lehrte, Germany.

14 April 1945: The entire battalion minus Co C and one sqguad from Co A
MDVEE et 1200 from Isenbuttel to Lindstedt, Germany. Company C re-
mained in the viec of Hanover to guard bridges and the squad from Co A
continued to function as PW guard at the 1024 Inf Div PWE. While en-
route to Lindstedt, the battalion encountered some enemy resistance and
the following is the narrated account of the incident:

About 1430 14 April 1945 as the guides were being posted along the
proposed march routes for the battalion,which was scheduled to move to
Lindetedt, Germany, the truck which had posted all the guides available
Was proceeding from Kremkau (where the last guides had been posted) to
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About 200 yds north of Algenstedt, a well concealed security perty
of six men was encountered and they emerged from the trenches and gave
themselves up. These enemy were armed with four Panzerfausts that
were seen, rifles, and pistols. These enemy were disarmed by the
officer and driver of the two and a half ton truck and returned therein
to custody of the guldes posted in Kremkau. These enemy related that
they were the only soldiers in that town, and the officer and the man
in the guide truck resumed the trip leading the A company convoy whom
they had met in Kremkau. Convoy proceeded through Algenstedt to
Kassreck where on making & sharp left turn, German soldiers were seen
about fifty yds down the street. Officer and driver of the lead veh-
icle dismounted on seeing these soldiers run into a house and began
yelling "Alles Soldaten Qut" and the soldiers began coming from the
house in small groups. By this time A Company personnel from the
following trucks had also surrounded the house and approximately fifty
five men and two officers were finally taken from that and the ad.
joining house which had apparently served as a barracks. As these
enemy were being grouped together a convoy of enemy vehicles was sight-
ed emerging from the woods on both sides of the Lindstedt-Kossreck
road. These enemy, apparently seeing our vehicles and detrucked in
great haste and made for the woods and fields in the rear. There was
a brief fire fight, about five minutes, while Company A personnel
advanced along the road toward the forest, during which time Hg & Sv
Company personnel approached the woods from the left flank. Arprox-
imately fifty enemy were taken from the woods. While this was proceed-~
ing, Company B personnel approached from the rear and had organized flush
ing parties who searched other parts of Kassreck from which about thirty-
five men and officers were apprehended. One enemy was killed. Sub-
sequent to clearing Kassreck and the wooded z2rTea between there and
Lindstedt, the battalion moved to Lindstedt preceded by dismounted per-
sonnel. Lindstedt was syatematically cleared and approximately forty
men and eight officers were taken prisoner.

All priscners were collected in Lindstedt and screened to separate
the civilians from the soldiers. 245 Enlisted Men and 17 Officers
were turned in to the Domino PWE. 1Included in this total were 472
enlisted men turned over to us by the 405th Infantry as they moved
through Lindstedt.

12 April 1945: The entire battalion minus company €, which was guarding
bridges in the vieinity of Hanover, Germany, one squad from Company A
which was detailed to guard captured enemy signal equipment in Lind-
stedt, Germany, and another squad from Company A which was guarding
PW's at the 1024 Infantry Division PWE, moved to Garlipp, Germany
cloging in at approximately 1030.

16 April 1945: The battelion remained in its present location, Garlipp,
Germany and vic. Co C continued to maintain the guard on bridges in
Hanover and viecinity, one squad from Co A guarded FPW's at 1024 Inf Div
PWE, veing released at approximately 1800.
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and one sqguad from Co A continued the guarding of captured enemy Signal
Equipment in Lindstedt. ©RCT attachments remained in effect. Areas
of responsibility were assigned to Cos A and B and motforized roving

patrols patrolled the areas,

17 April 1945: RCT attachments from Cos A and B reverted back to Com-
pany control at 1800B, and the RCT attachment from Co C still remained
in effeet. A road and general reconnaissance in the assigned sector
wag conducted by the battalion. Co C minus one platoon (RCT attachment)
moved from Gehrden to Garlipp, Germany. Motor patrclling of the batt-
alion assigned sector wzs continued and also the guarding of captured
enemy signal equipment in Lindstedt.

18 April 1945: The entire battalion minus one platoon company C (RCT
attachment) and one squad Company A (Captured Enemy Signal Equipment)
moved to Gardelegen, Germany, closing in at approximately 1245B. The
battalion was relieved of its area of responsibility but was charged
with the maintenance of control in Gardelegen. In order to accomplish
this, one platoon, Co C, was placed on the alert to suppress riots,
guards were placed at German Military Hospitals, at the scene of the
German Atrocity (the burning of political prisoners), at the displaced
persons and PW camp, and at the airport. Captured enemy Ordnance Equip-
ment was moved and motorized roving patrols were set up., Guards were plae-
at the disposal of the town major for his protection. _

19 April 1945: The battalion remained in Gardelegen and maintained eon-
trol ol the town. HKotorized roving patrols were operated and guards
were placed at German Military Hospitals, at the site of the German
Atroeity, and at the displaced persons and PW Camp in the outskirts of
Gardelegen. One platoon from Co C remained on the alert to suppress any
riots or disturbances that might arise. At approximately 1230B, word
wae received of a German column in the vie of Wenze, approximately 15
miles from Gardelegen. Immediate action was taken to organize 8ll units
in this town. Road blocks were placed, areas of responsibility assigned,
and 11 units alerted to be prepared to defend Gardelegen in the event
that the column reached this wviecinity. One platcon 701 Tank Bn was
attached for the anticipated operation. One platocn Co C remained
attached to RCT 407 Inf and one squad Co A continued to guard captured
enemy signal equipment, in Lindetedt, Germany. Co A also furnished
guerds for the airport in the outskirts of Gardelegen. PFProtective guards
for the town mayor were continued.

20 April 1945: The entire battalion minus one squad, Co A (guarding
captured signal equipment in lLindstedt) and one platoon, Co C (RCT
attachment 407th Inf), remained in Gardelegen, Germany and maintained
control of the town. Guards were stationed at military hospitals, at
the airport, at the PW and displaced persons camp, and one platoon was
placed on the alert to suppress any riots which might arise. Guards
were posted at the scene of the German atroeity and personnel was fur-
nished to supervise the preparations for the burial of the pelitical
prisonersa who died at the hands of the Qermans.
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Approximately 250 eiviliang from Gardelegen were recruited and taken
to the scene of the crime where they exhumed the bodies of those already
buried and also prepared graves for these men. The prepared defense
of the town was continued - road blocks and observation posts manned,
areas of responsibility prepared and motorized roving patrols operated.

Guards for the protection of the town mavyor were continued.

2l April 1945; The battalion remained in Gardelegem and continued to
maintain control of the town. Guards were posted at the military
hospitals, at the airport, and one platoon was kept on alert to suppress
any riots that might arise. Witnesses and suspee¢ts concerned with the
German atrocity were placed under guard and preparations were made for

the burial of the victims. Guards were stationed contimuously at the site
and the town mayor was guarded against the acts of violence. The entire
battalion remained om the s2lert to defend the ®Hown -- road blocks znd OP's
were manned, areas of responsibility were prepared and motorized roving
patrols were operated. One platoom, €6 C, remained attached to RCT 407th
Inf and one squad Co A continued to guard captured enemy sigral equip-
ment in Lindstedt until 2150 at which time they were relieved. Co B
moved from displaced persons camp into Gardelegem closing in at aporox-
imately 1200B.

22_April 1945: The battalion continued to maintain control of Gardelegen
by keeping guards posted at the military hospitals, at the airport, at
the scene of the German Atroecity, and for the protection of the town
meyor. One platoon was kept on the alert to aet as riot platoon. The
supervision of the burial of the victims of the atrocity was continued,
and the known witnesses and suspects to the occurrance were held under
guard. The prepared defense of the town was partially removed but the
observation posts and roving patrols within the city were continued. One
platoon, Co C, remained attached to the RCT 407th Inf =nd one platoon

701 Tank Bn remained attached to the 227th Engr Combat Bn.

23 April 1945: The entire battalion minus one platoom, Co C, (ECT 407th
Int) remaineg in Gardelegen and continued to maintain control by maintain-
ing the guards at the military hospitals, by keeping one platoon alerted
for riot suppression, by providing protection for the mayor, and by
running motorized roving patrols throughout the city. Guards were main-
tained at the airport and the suspects and witnesses to the German Atrocity
were kept under guard. The supervision of the burial of the victims of
the German Atrocity was continued and plans for a burisl ceremony were
made. Enemy ordnance and signal eguipment was located in the outskirts

of town and guards were placed on it until it could be removed to the
airport. The manning of the observation post in the tower above the
police station was eontinued.
